8. Format Painter
Instruction
Transfer the Green text Format to the Red Colored text, and the first paragraph format – to the rest paragraphs.
Transferring format means transferring the text size, color, style, alignment and the rest attributes from one text to another.
Use the Format Painter [image: image1.bmp] button of the Home Menu for transferring the format. To do this:
1. Place the cursor at the point, where you want to transfer the format from;
2. Click the Format Painter button;

3. Roll the mouse pointer over the text, that you want to change the format of, holding the left mouse button.

If it needs transferring the same format several times, it will be better double click on the Format Painter button. In this case format transferring regime will be turn off only when we click on the Format Painter  button again.
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Turbo Editor macros

TEMC.EXE is an editor macro compiler for the IDE. It processes a script file that defines editor macros and key bindings, and produces a configuration file that is read by the IDE to define the effects of keyboard commands in the editor.

For the Windows IDE, the file TPWALT.TEM contains the built-in Alternate mode macro definitions and key bindings. For the DOS and protected-mode IDEs, the file DEFAULTS.TEM contains the built-in editor macro definitions and key bindings. These files serve as example scripts and as bases from which to customize the editors. Several other .TEM files are also provided for your convenience.

TEMC command line

TEMC is invoked from the DOS command line. Type

temc [-c] <script file>[.TEM] <config file><.CMD> or <.TP>

The script file extension is .TEM if not specified otherwise. The default configuration file extension is .CMD.

When used with the DOS IDEs, TEMC requires that you have an existing .TP file, which TEMC will use to store the new key bindings from your script. You must specify the name of your .TP file when invoking TEMC. For the Windows IDE, you do not need to have an existing TPWALT.CMD file, as TEMC will create one if it does not already exist.

The optional -c switch can also be specified as /c, and can appear in any argument position on the command

line. If you use this option, any existing command table in your configuration file is thrown away before TEMC processes the script file. When -c is not used, the key bindings in the script file are merged with those already defined in the configuration file.

For the Windows IDE, TEMC modifies the commands used by the IDE when the Alternate command set is specified in Options|Environment|Preferences. You can use TPWALT.TEM to re-create exactly the default settings of the Alternate command set. This file is included as both a sample script file and as the default command table. You can copy it and modify it for your own use.  After modifying a copy of TPWALT.TEM, you must compile it to a file named TPWALT.CMD. The Windows IDE looks for a file by this name when overriding the Alternate command set.

For the DOS and protected-mode IDEs, you can use DEFAULTS.TEM to re-create exactly the default settings of the editor command set. This file is included as both a sample script file and as the default command table. You can copy it and modify it for your own use.
